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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
RELATING TO
THE KOREAN GRANT TO EGYPT

This Memorandum expresses the understandin g of the
Governments of the Arab Republic of Egypt and the Republic
of Korea concerning thelr desire to promote and strengthen the
friendly relations between the two countries.

The two parties agreed as follows :

1. Contributing in the social and economic development in
Egypt, Korea will extend to Egypt a Grant up to US § 250.000
(Two hundred and fifty thousand U.S. dollars),

2. The Grant will cover providing Egypt by items en-
umerated hereinafter .

(@) Paper (for textbooks) = US § 100,000 (One hundred
thousand U.S. dollars).
(6) Water pumps and Irrigation Sprayers = US $ 100,000
(One hundred thousand U.S. dollars).
(¢) Medicine for Bitharzia = U.S.S § 50,000 (Fifty thousand
U.S. dollars).
3. The Korean side will supply the enumerated items (CIF)
to the Egyptian port as for 1987 aid program.

4. The Korean side ensures that the supplied items are of
sound and marketable quality and also fit to meet the Egyptian
requirements. |

- 5. The Executing authorities responsible for this transaction
will be :
(a) For the Egyptian side :

— Ministty of Education
(For the textbook papers)
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— Mamistry of Intgation
(For the pusmps and Sprayers)
— Ministry of Health
(For the medicine)
{b) For the Korean side :
— Munistry of Foreign Affairs.

6. The Egyptian executing authorities will be responsible
for the prompt clearance in the Egyptian ports and the Korean
side will not bear any customs, duties, levies and internal transport-
cost Tequired in Egypt.

7. This Memorandum will enter into force on the date of
Signil‘ig.

8. Amendments to this Memorandum may be made at a,-ﬁ’y
time by changing letters between the signatories and after takin g
the necessary legal arrangements.

Signed in both Arabic and English {jrig'inals, being equally
authentic, in case of differences in interpretation, the English
version applies.
